Their chagrin stems from a
police raid ay on Art Bell's
Video Encounters office here in
which 30 video tapes were con-
fiscated.

They feature interviews Bell,
33, made with 100 members of
the club and about 300 sub-
scribers of the Video Dating
Service. Also seized was $4,500
worth of videotape and camera
equipment.

Bell and Marsha Boyd, 24,
were arrested for investigation
of pandering, sollcitation for
prostitution, solicitation to com-

~

mit a lewd act and operating a
disorderly house. Both self-
described ‘‘swingers.'' Each
was freed on $4,000 bail pending
arraignment April 27 in El Cajon
Municipal Court.

“A lot of people are going to
be hurt by this,”’ said Bell
“"When they joined I° promised
them complete privacy. | have
no idea what the arrests were
about. We weren't doing
anything illegal."

A sheriff's spokesman said the
pair were arrested dfter vice
squad officers answered a Video
Encounters ad in a sex
magazine offering to introduce
couples who wanted to trade
partners.

LAS VEGAS, Nev. (AP) — A

With that scenario, a 500-
member team of military and
civilian experts began a $1.6-
million, week-long exercise
Wednesday to evaluate the abili-
ty of the nation’s military and
civilian officials to handle a
nuclear accident.

Although it comes three weeks
after the worst nuclear scare in
the United States™  the accident
at the Three Mile Island nuclear
power plant near Harrjsburg,
Pa. project at the Nevada
Test Site 100 miles north of Las
Vegas has been in preparation
for four years. It is a joint effort
of the federal energy and de-
fense departments.

‘‘Because we haven't had an
accident involving nuclear
weapons since the 1968 incident
in Spain, we don't have the
real-life expertise,' said Lt. Col.
Bill McGee, Defense Nuclear
Agency public affairs officer.

In that accident, a U.S
military plane carrying atomic
weapons crashed into the sea off
the Spanish coast. The weapons
later were recovered.

In the Nevada exercise,
sections of a wregked plane
were strewn about to duplicate
the wreckage of a C-141. Six
mannequins representing
dead or injured crew members

were in place along the im-
pact zone

To add to the realism of the
exercise, 4 small amount of
diluted radium 223 was spread
throughout the 350-yard-square
test area Wednesday .

McGee sard the radium 223
wias in hquid form and “‘ecan’t
gel into the air

‘We're talking about one ten-
millionth of a gram, with a half
hife of 11 days,” he said, adding
that a nuclear explosion could
not occur

“The real concern would be if
the warhead ruptured on impact
and the inside of the radioactive
component warhead was con

sumed, the pgases could travel
several thousand miles by
wind

The on-scene commander will
he confronted with all the pre
dictable predicaments of such a
crisis, said MeGee

We'll have mock press brief
mngs, irate farmers, dem-
onstrators -all the things
likely to oceur,” he said.

Recession Due?

Economy Dips

In 1st Quarter § $'¢

WASHINGTON (AP) — The nation's economy sputtered to its
lowest growth rate in a year in the first quarter, a 0.7 percent rate of
increase that indicated the economy could be dipping toward a re-
cession if the trend continues, government figures showed today.

The increase in the gross national product in January through

March was less than expected
and was down sharply from a 6.9
percent rate of growth in the
final quarter of 1978. The first-
quarter rate was the lowest
since a 0.1 percent dgcline in the
same period last year.

THE SHARP slowdown in
growth seemed certain to sup-
port the argument of G. William
Miller, chairman of the Federal
Reserve Board, that economic
growth already is slowing and
that further measures to
dampen the economy could
plunge the nation into a serious
recession. .

While the 0.7 percent rale of
growth was near the recession
level of less than zero percent
growth, Miller and top
administration experts believe
the economy will rebound at
least partly from the low first.
quarter growth, thus avoiding a
recession in the near future.

The unusually severe winter
in many parts of the country.
was at least partly to blame for
the slow economic growth in the
first quarter. But it probably
also reflected efforts by the gov-

The figures on economic
growth were computed. at an an
nual rate, meaning it would be
the total growth for a year if the
first-quarter levels were con

The Commerce Department
said the GNP, the total value of
goods and services produced in
the economy, was at an annual
rate of $1,413.3 billion in the first
quarter, after discounting for
the effects of inflation.

Recession Due?

Economy Dips
In 1st Quarter

WASHINGTON (AP) — The nation's economy sputtered Yo its
lowest growth rate in a year in the first quarter, a 0.7 percent rate of
increase that indicated the economy could be dipping toward a re-
cession if the trend continues, government figures showed today.

The increase in the gross national product in January through

March was less than expected
and was down sharply from a 6.9

rcent rate of growth in the
inal quarter of 1978, The first-
quarter rate was the lowest
since a 0.1 percent decline in the
same period lasl year.

THE SHARP slowdown in
growth seemed certain to sup-
port the argument of G. William
Miller, chairman of the Federal
Reserve Board, that economic
growth already is slowing and
that further measures to
dampen the economy could
plunge the nation into a serious
recession.

WhNS the 0.7 percent rate of
growth was near the recession
level of less than zero percent
growth, Miller and top
administration experts believe
the economy will rebound at
least partly from the low first-
quarter growth, thus avoiding a
recession in the near future.

The unusually severe winter
in many parts of the country
was at least partly to blame for
the slow economic growth in the
first quarter. But it probably
also reflected efforts by the gov-

Newspaper to Appeal Suit

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — San Franeisco Ex
aminer Editor and Publisher Reg Murphy says his
newspaper will appeal a Superior Court jury's
$4.56 million libel judgment against the paper
stemming from an investigative series the Ex
aminer ran two years ago

“We'll appeal immediately. of course,"
Murphy said in a statement released by the
newspaper. “"We belhieve there was prejudicial
handling of the trial."”

The San Francisco Superior Court jury of nine
women and three men reached its verdict Wed-
nesda night after nine hours of deliberation in the
$30 million libel suit against the Examiner, re-
porter Raul Ramirez and free-lance journalist
Lowell Bergman.

The two reporters have been assisted in their
defense by a committee formed of some 400

persons — including 200 journalists. The group has
deéscribed the case as “a test whether journalists
can fdlrly _pursue their stories without intimida

tion

The 1976 suit, filed by police homicide in-
vestigators Edward Erdelatz and Frank McCoy,
plus former assistant district attorney' Pierre
Merle, involved a front-page series the afternoon
newspaper ran in May 1976

Quoting numerous sources, some from sworn
affidavits, the Examiner said it had uncovered
evidence that a bank teller and reputed Chinatown
gang member was convicted of a 1972 murder
based “‘on perjured and misleading testimony ex
acted by a prosecution that badly needed a con-
viction.”

The officials denied the story and said it
damaged their reputations

In vour vditorial “Ugly
Statisties™ (Apnill 100 yvou state
that a compilation of ngws re
ports ndeates 625 Amerncans
were killed by handguns n
February, The figures reflect
murders, sumcides and acaden
tal deaths However, you negleet
to mention how many of these
‘victims’ were rapists,
burglars and murderers shot by
potential victims in defense of
their own hives. How many of
the 1,650 persons Killed in the
stated three-month period were
felons bent on murder of inno-
cent people who happened to be
armed?” National Rifle Assn.
INRA higures indicate there
were at least 1,200 ancidents of
successiul self-defense apgainst
armed attackers in this period.

NEWSPAPER clippings re-
porting instances wherein
violent, armed erniminals intent
on murder and mavhem are
thwarted by armed, honest
citizens are received by the
NRA at the rate of at least 400
each and every month. Many ef
these cases do not involve shoot-
ing, the mere presence of the
weapon, usually a handgun, is
often enoughtodeter violence,

The presence of handguns has
never been shown to be a con-
tributor to suicide. Guns of any
kind are virtually non-existent in
Japan, and handguns are very
strictly controlled in Sweden
yet these countries have the
highest suicide rates in the
world. Handguns are among the
least likely contributors to ac
cidental deaths. According to
the National Safety Council, you
are more likely to choke to death
on a piece of steak.

That the majority of
Americans do not want more
gun control is evident by the
conspicuous lack of public re
ferendums on this supposedly
controversial subject. The anh
gun groups do not want the issue
voted on by the people, because
they would lose and they know

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — San Francisco Ex-
aminer Editor and Publisher Reg Murphy says his
newspaper will appeal a Superior Court jury's
$4.56 million libel judgment against the paper
stemming from an investigative series the Ex
aminer ran two years ago

““We'll appeal immediately, of course,”
Murphy said in a statement released by the
newspaper. ‘'We believe there was prejudicial
handling of the trial.”’

The San Francisco Superior Court jury of nine
women and three men reached its verdict Wed-
nesda night after nine hours of deliberation in the
$30 million libel suitl against the Examiner, re-
porter Raul Ramirez and free-lance journalist
Lowell Bergman.

The two reporters have been assisted in their
defense by a committee formed of some 400

persons — including 200 journalists. The group has
described the case as “'a test whether journalists
can fairly pursue their stories without intimida
tion 1,

The 1976 suit, filed by police homicide in
vestigalors Edward Erdelatz and Frank McCoy,
plus former assistant district attorney Pierre
Merle, involved a front-page series the afternoon
newspaper ran in May 1976.

Quoting numerous sources, some from sworn
affidavits, the Examiner said it had uncovered
evidence that a bank teller and reputed Chinatown
gang member was convicted of a 1972 murder
based "on perjured and misleading testimony ex
acted by a prosecution that badly needed a con
viction."”

The officials denied the story and said it
damaged their reputations.

Recession Due?

Economy Dips
In 1st Quarter

WASHINGTON (AP) — The nation's economy sputtered to its
lowest growth rate in a year in the first quarter, a 0.7 percent rate of
increase that indicated the economy could be dipping toward a re-
cession if the trend continues, government figures showed today.

The increase in the gross national product in January through

March was less than expected
and was down sharply from a 6.9
percent rate of growth in the
final quarter of 1978. The first-
quarter rate was the lowest
since a 0.1 percent decline in the
sume period last year

THE SHARP slowdown in
growth seemed certain to sup-
port the argument of G. William
Miller, chairman of the Federal
Reserve Board, that economic
growth already is slowing and
that further measures lo
dampen the economy could
plunge the nation into a serious
recession

While the 07 percent rate of
growth was near Lhe recession
level of less than zero percent
prowth, Miller and top
administration experts believe
the economy will rebound at
least partly from the low first-
quarter growth, thus avoiding a
recession in the near future,

The unusually severe winter
in many parts of the country
was at least partly to blame for
the slow economic growth in the
first quarter. But il probably

Newspaper to Appeal Suit

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — San Francisco Ex-
aminer Editor and Publisher Reg Murphy says his
newspaper will appeal a Superior Courl jury's
$4.56 million libel judgment against the paper
stemming from an investigative series the Ex
aminer ran two years ago

“We'll appeal immediately, of course,”
Murphy said in a statement released by the
newspaper. '‘We believe there was prejudicial
handling of the trial."”

The San Francisco Superior Court jury of nine
women and three men reached its verdict Wed-
nesda night after nine hours of deliberation in the
$30 million libel suit against the Examiner, re-
porter Raul Ramirez and free-lance journalist
Lowell Bergman.

The two reporters have been assisted in their
defense by a committee formed of some 400

persons — including 200 journalists. The group has
described the case as “'a test whether journalists
can I.url\. _pursue their stories without intimida
tion

The 1976 suit, filed by police homicide in-
vestigators Edward Erdelatz and Frank McCoy,
plus former assistant district attorney Pierre
Merle, involved a front-page series the afternoon
newspaper ran in May 1976.

NEWSPAPER clippings re
porting instances wherein
violent, armed criminals intent
on murder and mavhem are
thwarted by armed. honest
citizens are received by the
NRA al the rate of at least 400
cach and every month. Many ol
these cases do not involve shoot-
mg. the mere presence ol the
weapon, usually a handgun, 1s

The presence of handguns has
never been shown to be a con-
tributor to suicide.
